
Introduction
The module extends the functionality of the Registers module to 

enable the set up and management of timetables for staff, rooms, 

courses and students. It presents an easy-to-use interface and takes 

into account all college-defi ned “rules” and existing commitments 

of staff and rooms. The events that are created can be published as 

Registers for the recording of actual delivery and attendance.

An unlimited number of teaching patterns can be defi ned to refl ect 

different types of courses and students, and these can be used to 

quickly create teaching events. Extensive searching facilities are 

available to assist with the on-going maintenance of events, from 

which temporary and permanent changes can be made to events 

quickly and simply. Specialised features include clash checking, rules 

defi nitions and the ‘Suggest’ option which can be used to minimise 

the need for ‘trial and error’ scheduling. Timetables can be published 

onto the intranet through the staff and student portal and printed in 

PDF format.

Teaching patterns

 

The start of the scheduling process is to create all the teaching 
patterns for course/student types. These would incorporate bank 
holidays and may include half terms, standard summer, Christmas 
and Easter holidays, as well as provision types such as FE, HE, WBL, 
weekend schools etc.

Searching for events
There are extensive criteria for searching for events including course, 
room, tutor, student, day of week, department and location. The results 
can either be displayed in a list view or grid view. The results can be 

drilled on to retrieve and manage the event record.

Creating and maintaining events

 

Events can be created and edited using a simple interface. The starting 

point is to attach the appropriate teaching pattern to create individual 

profi les or week ranges. Course(s), room(s) and tutor(s) would be 

added against this. Each profi le can have differing attributes such as 

rooms, tutors, day of week, start or end time. These profi les can be 

copied or split to make temporary or permanent changes. Additionally, 

complete events can be copied.

The Resource Manager module works with the Curriculum, Resources, Examinations, Admissions and 
Registers modules to provide fully-integral functionality to manage the delivery of planned learning.
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When searching for tutors and rooms, the user is assisted by clash 

checking and the ‘Suggest’ option which lists available resources. 

Through the benefits of integration this process takes into account 

all the scheduling requirements of rooms and tutors, including 

other activities such as open days, interviews and examinations. 

Furthermore, rules (or constraints) can be defined to build additional 

business logic into the scheduling process. Normally events would 

automatically be published as registers for recording attendance, 

although events can be made inactive or flagged as room bookings, 

in which case they would not be available in the attendance module 

 

Depending on parameter settings students will automatically be 

attached to the event or can be manually attached or removed.

Publishing timetables
Timetables can be published to the intranet through the Staff and 

Student Portals. Within the Staff Portal, the room, staff, course and 

student timetables can be viewed. Students can view their own 

timetable through the Student Portal. Timetables can be printed in 

PDF format.
